Airline Limitations (shipped as Cargo) 
 
Aircraft types, weight, weather and regulatory restrictions may prevent Pacific Coastal Airlines from transporting 
your animal to the destination.  
 
Overnight kennel service fees may be required during transport in case of aircraft type, weight and severe 
weather or other conditions beyond Pacific Coastal Airlines’ control (including, but not limited to an act of god, or 
failure to retrieve animal after a reasonable time frame). 
If overnight kennel services are required, no compensation is provided by Pacific Coastal Airlines. The shipper 
and consignee are advised of the overnight charges, and these are added to the air waybill by the station where 
the overnight kenneling occurs. The shipment is then rebooked on the first available flight, and the shipper and 
consignee are notified accordingly. 
 
All overnight charges are collected from the consignee at destination.
